Board of directors Meeting

September 18, 2007

The meeting was called by President Roger Gekiere at 9:02 am. Secretary Trent Rehnquist declared a quorum.

The minutes were read and approved on a motion by Trent and seconded by Harlen.

The financials were approved on a motion by David and seconded by Vince.

Guest Speakers:

Pam Buttrick- Passed out a sheet discussing limiting the number of renters in King’s Country. Roger thanked her and said the board would take it under advisement.

Russell Olds- Thanked the board for all their efforts. He does not want a sign or ramp on Lake Prince. He would like the board to consider a catch and release program for the lake. He did not feel the board should have placed the boat ramp on the lake without permission from the property owners on the lake.

Bruce Bradbury- He agreed with Mr. Olds.

Phillip Crocker- He too thanked the board for all their efforts. He does not want a sign or a ramp on Lake Prince. He said it is a 12 acre lake and too small for a lot of fishing. He does not want a parking area adjacent to the lake and would like a catch and release program also.

Tyler Chapman- Thanked the board for the new stickers and would like to see stickers for boats also. He likes a catch and release rule for the lake. He has had people leaving things on his dock from fishing and hopes we can reduce the number of people using the lake.
Ron Pope- He disagreed on the catch and release as he feels that there are too many fish in the lake already. He would like to see people catch and eat the fish. Bonnie Pope agreed.

Roger thanked all of the people for coming and speaking to the board. He discussed the board’s thoughts on the use of the lake and urged them to join Trent’s committee and the Long Range Planning Committee to help focus on the future of King’s Country. David added that a lot of things would depend on budget and financing.

Old Business:

Vince brought up the discussion on purchasing a new tractor to replace the aging one. Jim brought up that deciding on the size and specs on a tractor. Roger asked Brad to look for used tractors and update the quotes.

Jim Fraley reported that a resident of King’s Country, Rod Backus, is going to purchase the house and property from the Dry Estate. It should be closing shortly. We will receive our monies upon closing.
Roger mentioned that Tabor is picking up more business from Waste Management. Brad added that Tabor has given us a good deal and gave Katie his letter for the Newsletter so everyone will know about the good deal.

New Business: None

Committee Reports:

President- No report

Property Manager- Katie reported the stickers have arrived and will be in the mail soon to each property owner who us current. Anyone two (2) quarters behind will not receive any until their maintenance fees have been brought up to date. The sign for the boat ramp has been ordered. Crowston’s has given us signs to put up. The Maintenance staff is busy repairing roads and utilizing the leased tractor every day.

Architectural/Variance- Harlan reported he is working on an Architectural Packet to be handed out to contractors which will outline many of the new laws. This will be in addition to the permit forms in place. He also brought up the Werner Cove drainage which will need to be addressed with the current owner of the property. Jim Fraley mentioned that he would like to have the remaining road to the condos past his property removed to stop people from driving to the fence. Katie said that she would have Dwayne schedule it. Brad remarked that he would like to see concrete added to the ends of the new culverts and asked Katie to have Dwayne do it.

Finance/Auditing/Revenue Protection- David reminded everyone that he needs items for next year’s budget by next meeting to begin work on the 2008 budget.

Security/maintenance- Reminded to put their stickers on their vehicles.

Grounds/Parks/Boat Stalls- Trent expressed concern that no one comes to the meetings except when it comes to concerns in their area. It bothered him that no one seems to have a concern for the work that the board is doing. He would like a quote on the boat stalls and asked Katie to furnish him the name of the man who tore down the boat stalls at the marina in Rockwall.

Roads/dams- Brad discussed the use of cold mix that KCPOA is using. He has spoken with a representative of road contractor R.C. Hall and would like a request for a proposal to go out to contractors on the King Club project. Send out a bid based on proposals. He also wanted something in the newsletter regarding people burning leaves in the ditches where the water pipes are located.

Roger brought up the last meeting of the Long Range Planning Committee. Randy discussed what he found out about giving the roads to the County as Panther Creek has done. Basically the County will fight KCPOA if they try to turn the roads over to Franklin County. Our facilities would be open to anyone who came in. There was additional general discussion.
